The school kitchen will be fully reopened so children 
will be able to have either school dinners or own packed lunches – school dinners can be paid for on 
Simspay. If you need registration details for Simspay, please contact the school office.  If you are eligible 
for income based free school meals, these will be provided as usual. Please ensure your child has a 
water bottle in school.  
 
Uniform/PE Kit 
Children will be expected to return to school in school uniform except on their class PE days, when they 
can attend school in their tracksuits.

Reading Books and Homework 
Reading books will once again be changed on a Friday. This allows them to be left out of circulation for a 
week. Information regarding your child’s homework days will follow from your class teacher, however 
these will remain the same as in Autumn term.
